
Traffic Analyzer is a 
measurement and reporting 
tool that will track external 
referrals, repeat visits to a 
web site and measures 
conversion rates of defined 
actions. The tool will also 
feature administrative tasks 
for domain grouping and 
search phrase extraction. 

The product is a third party 
HTML plug-in for 
ecommerce sites to enable 
them to measure where the 
website traffic is coming 
from and more importantly 
what is the traffic doing 
when it gets to an e-
commerce site. 
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This product scores over the 
existing statistical tools that are 
provided with the web hosting 
solutions. 

This tool can more effectively 
interpret the web traffic than the 
statistical tools. 

Most statistic tools do not 
measure conversion rates and 
the ones that do are complex 
and costly to implement and 
often limited to specific type of 
sites. 

The ability of the system is 
to track external referrals, 
repeat visits and conversion 
rates of defined actions.

This tool will enable 
marketers to measure the 
conversion rate of specific 
site actions based on what 
URL the visitor originated 
from. 

It will also differentiate 
between new and return 
web traffic and will track 
activity based on how the 
site was discovered and how 
it was revisited by visitors.

Majority of statistic packages 
only recognize a small 
number of search engines 
and can only extract search 
phrases from these.

Built to operate both on 
Windows and Linux 
platforms, the product is 
developed in open source 
environment.
